
Dear Family,
Today we started Chapter 2 of Think Math! In this 

chapter, I will work with number pairs that have a sum 
of 10 (such as 4 + 6). I will also start at any number 
and add or subtract 10 and develop strategies to look 
at a number and tell how much more or less than 10 it is. 
There are NOTES on the Lesson Activity Book pages to 
explain what I am learning every day.

Here are some activities for us to do together at home. 
These activities will help me practice working with 10.

Fingers Up for 10!
Work with your child to add two numbers 
by making 10.

� Name two numbers from 5 to 10. Show one 
number with your fingers. Your child shows the 
other number. Make sure to use all of the fingers 
of one hand for the first 5 of each number.

� Add the two numbers by making 10. Put your hand 
of 5 with your child’s hand of 5. This makes 10. 
Then add the rest of the fingers and add it to 10.

� Repeat several times with different pairs of 
numbers from 5 to 10.

X-Concentration
Work with your child to practice adding 
two numbers with a sum of 10. 

� Gather a deck of playing cards and remove the 
10s, jacks, queens, and kings.

� Mix the 36 cards. 
Place them face 
down in 4 rows of 
9 like this.

� Take turns with your child. On each turn, a player 
turns two cards face up. If their sum is 10, the 
player takes the cards and goes again. The 
player continues until the pair does not add up 
to 10.

� Take turns until all cards are paired.

� As a variation, play with cards from only 2 suits.
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Estimados familiares:
Hoy empezamos el Capítulo 2 de ¡A pensar en Matemáticas! En este 

capítulo, trabajaré con pares de números que suman 10 (por ejemplo, 
4 + 6). Además, sumaré o restaré 10 partiendo de cualquier número y 
desarrollaré estrategias para observar un número y saber qué tan menor 
o mayor que 10 es ese número. En las páginas de Actividades para las 
lecciones, hay NOTAS que explican lo que aprendo cada día.

Forma 10 con los dedos
Haga esta actividad con su hijo para que 
sume dos números pasando por el 10.

� Diga dos números del 5 al 10. Forme uno de los 
números con los dedos. Su hijo debe formar el 
otro. Asegúrese de mostrar siempre los 5 dedos 
de una mano para representar las primeras 
5 unidades de cada número.

� Sumen ambos números pasando por el 10. 
Para eso, junte los 5 dedos de su mano con los 
5 dedos de la mano de su hijo. La suma da 10. 
Luego, sumen el resto de los dedos y sumen 10 
al resultado.

� Repita la actividad varias veces con distintos 
pares de números entre el 5 y el 10.

Concentración X
Haga esta actividad con su hijo para que 
practique cómo sumar dos números y 
obtener 10. 

� Tome una baraja de cartas y saque los 10, 
las jotas, las reinas y los reyes.

� Mezcle las 36 cartas.  
Colóquelas boca abajo 
en 4 filas de 9, como 
se muestra en la 
ilustración.

� Túrnese con su hijo para jugar. Cuando llega su 
turno, el jugador da vuelta dos cartas. Si la suma 
de las cartas da 10, el jugador toma las cartas y 
sigue jugando hasta dar con un par cuya suma 
no sea 10.

� Sigan turnándose y jueguen hasta que hayan 
emparejado todas las cartas.

� Como variación, usen solo 2 palos de la baraja.
